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What is the Overton window?

The Overton Window is a concept used in political science to describe the range of ideas that the public considers acceptable to discuss or support at a given time.
It was named after Joseph P. Overton, who worked at the Mackinac Center for Public Policy in the 1990s.

The basic idea
At any moment, only a certain set of political ideas are considered mainstream and politically acceptable. That range is called the Overton Window.
Ideas inside the window:
· are considered reasonable
· politicians can support them without losing office
Ideas outside the window:
· seem radical or unthinkable
· politicians risk backlash if they support them

Typical levels used to illustrate the window
Analysts sometimes describe a spectrum like this:
Unthinkable
Radical
Acceptable
Sensible
Popular
Policy
The Overton Window is the band in the middle where ideas are politically viable.

The key insight
The window moves over time.
Ideas that once seemed impossible can gradually become acceptable.
Examples often cited:
· women’s suffrage
· legalization of same-sex marriage
· prohibition and later legalization of alcohol
· changing attitudes toward marijuana
Each of these shifted from unthinkable → policy over decades.

How the window moves
The window usually shifts because of:
· cultural change
· advocacy movements
· economic crises
· new technologies
· generational change
Activists often try to move the window by introducing ideas that are initially extreme, which makes previously radical ideas seem more moderate.

Relationship to your earlier question
The Overton Window is actually a social example of the principle we discussed earlier:
Gradual quantitative changes in public opinion can eventually produce a qualitative change in what society considers normal or acceptable policy.

Simple example
Imagine public support for a policy:
	Support level
	Status

	10%
	unthinkable

	30%
	fringe discussion

	50%
	debated seriously

	65%
	mainstream

	75%
	policy adopted


Once opinion crosses certain thresholds, the nature of the debate changes.
