Interesting concepts – related to tags and sorting lists and list contents.   A list of lists is itself a unique list and how it is organized (groupings, hierarchies, nature of items (deadlines, vs book collections, projects with specific goals and progress measures vs  something like   “articles to read”  or  “people to stay in touch with”.

Also,take “people to stay in touch with” – it seems to me that some individuals will have their own folders – Friends – (jim, Rob, Clare … ), and there will also be “pc club” “uuch”. 

More thought needed here.--- and weeding/reflection as my use of boplist progresses.   File URLs fits well – should each list entry have the possibility of (a) a file URL and (b) a home ms word document.  Is this getting too messy?  Could it be done in Notes  with conventions and program assist with conventions.

Who-what
MS Word -  Tell me about xxxxxxx
Folder – if more than just the word doc

Part of file structure on computer – friends, ai_code_work,  music/and sub files – fiddle, songs to sing and or learn, radio show. 

Two areas –  somewhat independent – but experience of using may influence design and user documentation. 

1. technical  related to creating and improving boplist app, coding, design, user documentation. 
2. Second relates to content, my use of boplist, grouping of lists etc. 

NOTE:  Each booklist needs a display name and a unique production ID (also hidden in code, to trace).  Owner could choose name for each installed instance of a listbook. (an installed instance of of the boplist program). 

For example I might have:
General Tasks and priorities
Reading-books, docs, movies
Coding projects & computers
Boplist project
Harrys Boppers project

The above list is a “List content” thought.  The need for each instance to have a “birth id/dna”  and an “instaled app” name is a technical design issue.  I need to think about and write about each.

This memo is more general and relates to both areas

[challenging to think about ]

Need collection of thoughts and plans on each one.  It would not hurt to spend a little while thinkin about what kinds of things would go in each.

For now  I am assuming that I would have one listbook for programming and computer related work.  Whether or not each major project, like the boplist project each needs its listbook is an open question for each project.  Harry’s boppers would almost certainly need its own booklist.  

I suspect this will become clearer once I start to how many separate lists I am creating and how they tend to group or not group.  For example I can see kinship in these liste:
Books
Movies
PDFs & links to read

Music
Songs to learn
Radio show work (might have it’s own listbook – folk, country, bluegrass etc. )
