Possible enhancements – 

Modify list mgt screen to permit editing list titles.

I will refer the separate list titles in the list mgt screen as “named_lists”
Add sequence numbers to named_lists.
Add sequence management like that in lists.  
Ability to drag a named_lists  to a new position in the list
Ability to edit a sequence number of a named_lists and have all other sequence numbers adjusted appropriately.


The above changes were done fairly well.  However, I noticed that dragging an item down to the bottom of the list did not work if it was dragged too far and I asked it to fix that.   That fix did not work and the drag to sequence got flakey.

I was running out of tokens and stopped. I did not use git commit.  In retrospect I wish I had done a git commit before I tried to improve the recent changes.  It was adequate before, and now it’s not so good.   So it goes. 

I now think it might be good to ask the AI to put all of the code related to “drag to resequence”  into a separate area.  This is a kind of “encapsulation” and I just got a discussion of that from ChatGPT.

The current code does not correctly handle resequence a list by dragging an element in the list up or down.  The is so with both the list mgt  list of named_lists and the lists that the program creates.   Right now dragging does not give consistent results.  It was OK so far a I know in the git version before the last commit.  I asked you to fix it so that dragging an item to the bottom of the list, or past the bottom of the list, would insert it as the last item in the list.  We did not do a commit before making that change.  The dragging was buggier after that change.

Please review the code and tell me whether or not you think you can fix it.  if we continue to have problems we will go back to the commit before the last one redo the recent changes (numbering named_lists, editing the title of named lists, and resequencing the list that contains the titles of named list.   We would do these one at a time this time and commit after each change was clean
